• You will be shown a calendar with links to each 
available game result. Click on the game on the 
date of interest. You will be shown the results for 
that specific game. 

• Use your browser back button to go back to the 
calendar. Use the "<" and ">" buttons on the cal-
endar to go between months. 

• As was mentioned recently in the Kibitzer, it is the 
responsibility of club owners/directors to post 
game results. If you do not see them, bug the own-
ers/directors.
